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Breaking rules
Jim was rushing to the Sat-

urday morning Bible study. He
was running late. He got on
Maple Street and headed west.

Meanwhile, John, an acquaintance
who lived on Maple Street, needed to get
materials for a weekend project. His
driveway was on a curve, so the rule in
his family was to always turn the car
around so it’s going forward when en-
tering Maple Street.

Today though, John wanted to save
time. He backed out onto Maple, stopped,
and was shifting into forward when he
saw a car coming up fast behind him.

It was Jim. He was going 50 MPH
around the curve, posted at 35. Jim
slammed on his brakes. His tires
squealed. He stopped about 10 feet from
John. Jim exhaled, then waved sheepishly
at John. John shook his head slightly, gave
a small wave back and took off.
